Singapore’s Environmental Services

The environmental services industry in Singapore is integrated
both horizontally and vertically. Identified as a growth cluster, its
core is centred on the linked services of cleaning (both commercially
and domestic), pest control and waste management; accounting
for an estimated annual turnover of S$1.65 billion per annum. Its
development can be strengthened to enhance its competitive
advantages, reduce costs for its clients, and improve the overall
quality of life.

Singapore is aiming to be the 'Houston of the East' by becoming
a hub for engineering and environmental services (EES), with this
sector targeted to grow 5 *0% over the next ten years, this
according to estimates from the Singapore Economic Development
Board”.

The EES sector grew at a compounded rate of 4.9% between 1996
and 2001, and a value-added compound annualised growth rate
(CAGR) of 4.8%. The environmental technology sub-sector was the
highest value-added growth area with a CAGR of 26% over that
same period.

In terms of environmental technology, 5 of the top 10 global
companies in this field have operations here. Another 9 out of
the top 10 global process control and instrumentation companies
and 24 out of the top 40 global engineering companies have a
presence here too.

EES can be sub-divided into three broad areas - engineering
services, process controls and instrumentation and
